3. Text MUST BE reworded in your own words AS WELL as documented properly (give credit to who said the original!!).  

4. The previous rule is implying that you should NOT just cut & paste text onto your page.  If you do so, you will receive a ZERO for plagiarism.  If it is your second offense, you will lose an entire letter grade on your report card for this quarter!

5. All materials (pictures, text) must be documented properly using MLA guidelines—found in your Writer’s Inc. books.  EVEN though you will have a works cited page, you should STILL document it on your page!

	a. PHOTOS: give the website you copied from & photographer (if available)
b. TEXT: direct quotes need the name of the person you are quoting.  Use only websites that cite an author’s name or source (such as an encyclopedia). I won’t accept it otherwise.  
c. Look at the top or bottom of the page for credits; if not found there, try clicking on a “contact” page (or “about us” link).

6. If you cannot treat the computers with respect or behave properly in the lab, you will lose the privilege to be on a computer.  You will then need to make a poster & paper presentation.

	• Poster & paper requirements include:
		-Supply/use your own materials
		-Include all the same info. as power-point presentation
	-Handwrite or type additional text to go along with photos on poster 
(you don’t want to clutter poster with too much text)
-Cite sources on a works-cited page
